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Uniform Policy

For students in grades 6th to 12th, wearing a school uniform that meets the Islamic dress
code is mandatory. All of the components of the BHA uniform need to be worn at all times
during school hours and need to be loose-fitting per the requirements of Islamic dress and to
follow the teachings of Prophet Muhammad (SAW).

We understand that some families may prefer to purchase uniform items from other vendors.
To accommodate this, we are allowing uniforms from other vendors as long as they match
the exact color and include the school logo. For your convenience, iron-on and stitchable
logos can be obtained from the school office for a nominal fee of $5.

Required school logo items:

1. Middle and high school boys’ polo and dress shirts
2. Middle school girls’ jumpers
3. High school girls’ tops

Makeup:

● The use of nail polish is not allowed within the school premises. Students are
encouraged to keep their nails clean and well-groomed.
